These parades are not just for walking stick recipients.  We encourage you to ask your fellow patriots to stop by the Cole Land Transportation Museum before Memorial Day to pick up their stick and participate in the parade with you.

Memorial Day Parade – Monday, May 25, 2026 (Bangor)

· Penobscot Plaza (Exchange & Washington Streets) 
· City of Bangor Parking Garage (Water Street, next to Key Bank - 2-hour parking)  
· Career Center Parking Lot (Oak Street)

· Sticker Placement: 9:00am at undercover entrance to First Bank (145 Exchange St)
· Formation: 9:30am - Junction of York & Exchange Streets 
· Parade Start: 10:15am - Junction of State & Exchange Streets 
· Cyr Bus Transport: 
· Pickup at Exchange Street near First Bank (for those unable to walk the route)
· Return buses available from Cedar Street (across from Bangor Police Station)

· Restrooms Available at Bangor’s parking garage and First Bank (elevator up one flight to access restrooms at First Bank).  
· Reminder: You must participate in one of the parades to receive your yearly sticker.  Stickers will not be available at the Museum.
